Vampires may not eat, but that doesn’t mean the humans at your party can’t enjoy 
some great Twilight-themed food! 
 
*An Empty Plate: Since vampires don’t eat, be sure to include one empty plate for 
them. 
 
*Bella’s Birthday Cake: Perfect for those guests who love to bake or for those who 
just don’t have the time.  Make your own birthday cake for Bella or pick one up at 
your local grocery store! Red velvet cake or cupcakes are an especially appropriate 
choice! 
 
*Twilight Fang Cupcakes: Using pie filling and your favorite cupcake mix, you can 
create these creative, delicious treats that even “Team Jacob” guests will enjoy! See 
directions below. 
 
*Werewolf Kibble/Puppy Chow: The key to this great dish isn’t just the yummy “dog 
food,” it’s the container!  Channel your inner Rosalie from Breaking Dawn and create 
the dog food bowl she makes for Jacob.  Take a large aluminum foil roasting pan and 
fold down the sides.  Crumple it and write “Fido” on the side before putting in your 
delicious treats.

*New Moon Cookies:  Take your traditional Nilla wafer cookie and dip it into some 
melted bark chocolate to create a “new moon” cookie.  Lay out on wax paper until 
completely cooled and enjoy!

Directions for Twilight Fang Cupcakes 
*One box cake mix or your favorite cupcake recipe 
*White frosting 
*Red pie filling 
*Skewers or toothpicks 
 
Bake the cupcakes according the instructions or your recipe.  One they are 
completely cooled, carefully cut the tops off. Scoop out a small amount of cake from 
the center and fill with pie filling. Gently place top of cupcake back on and frost 
carefully.  Dip the skewers or toothpicks into the pie filling and make the “fang marks” 
in the icing.  Dip them again and dribble some pie filling out of the fang holes. 
 
 
Werewolf Kibble/Puppy Chow 
*Chex cereal 
*1 cup semisweet chocolate chips 
*1/2 cup peanut butter 
*1/4 cup butter/margarine 
*1 tsp vanilla 
*Powdered sugar 
 
Microwave chocolate, peanut butter, and butter/margarine for about 1 minute. Stir 
and microwave for about 30 seconds more.  Add vanilla. Pour over cereal and mix 
gently until coated. Toss with powdered sugar.
